Make sure you can be seen — wear high visibility clothing and make

sure there are reflectors on your bike I a rg e Ve h i C I e S

Give heavy vehicles the space they need and do not try to slip past
them when they are manoeuvring

Remember if you are cycling close to a heavy vehicle, other road users
can’t see you until the last minute. Ensure there is plenty of space

Never ever cycle on the inside of a heavy vehicle, when it is turning
left. Remember they will pull out right, creating space for
themselves, before turning left.

Watch out for heavy vehicles near junctions especially roundabouts.
Never cycle between the vehicle and the roundabout.
